LOCATION: The meet will be held behind Spencerville High School (east edge of town, south of St. Rt. 117). The course is around a
1.5 mile loop that is flat and grassy. Note: The course is the same as in 2014 - part of each loop crosses Wisher Dr. going through
the park and around the soccer and baseball fields. Wisher Drive will be closed during the meet.

FACILITIES: Restrooms at the old High School; no dressing rooms. A concession stand will be open behind the old HS.

ENTRY FEE: $150 per school, includes all races; $75 if entering HS only or Jr. High races only; $10 per runner if entering individuals
only and not a full team. Make checks payable to Spencerville High School Athletic Dept. and send to John Zerbe-A.D., Spencerville
High School, 2500 Wisher Drive, Spencerville, OH 45887, or bring it to the meet. LATE FEE CHARGE OF $10 IF NOT RECEIVED BY
RACE DAY!
