BEFORE THE RACE: 
Included in the coach’s packet are tags with each runner’s name, school, and bib number. 
Please check for accuracy and inform the registration assistants in the tent of any problems.  
Please instruct your runners to pin the tags onto the front of their jersey.  
 
Team camps may be set up behind the gymnasium or behind the school. Also included is a 
garbage bag. We'd appreciate each team cleaning the area around their camp.

Open Race is intended for the general public.  Coaches, parents, siblings, or former cross 
country runners might be interested. 
 
FINISH CHUTE: 
A runner must go through the chute to finish the race. Water is provided at the end of the race. 
An athletic trainer from Greene Memorial Hospital will be available.   
 
AWARDS: 
Individual awards: 
Junior High and High School:  Medals awarded to top ten runners in each race.  Place 
ribbons awarded to places 11-50 in each race. 
Elementary and Open Race:  Place ribbons to top 25 runners. 
 
Team trophies: 
Junior High: 1st, and 2nd place  
High School: 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place. Team trophies will be available at the registration table and 
may be picked up by the team coach.  
 
Standard team scoring rules will apply. Teams with less than five runners competing in the race 
will not be tabulated in the team scoring results.
