1. Entries: All schools must enter their rosters and all entries using the online registration at 

           www.baumspage.com. The deadline for registration is Wednesday, April 24th at 9:00PM. 

 
2. Scoring for all events will be to eight (8) places.  10-8-6-5-4-3-2-1 

 
3. Athletes should report to the bullpen by second call. For the 200 m dash and 300 m hurdles, 

athletes should report to the event start line by second call. 

 
4. Long jump will be open pit as follows (four jumps, NO FINALS): 

Boys warm-up 4:10-4:30 
 open pit           4:30-6:00 

Girls warm-up          6:10-6:30 
 open pit           6:30-8:00  

                     

5. Boys & Girls Triple Jump will follow the completion of both Long Jumps 
 

6. Field events at 4:30 P.M. 
Girls High Jump (staring height 4’00”) 

 then Boys High Jump (starting height 4’10”) 

Boys Shot Put (four throws, NO FINALS) 
 then Girls Shot Put (four throws, NO FINALS) 

Girls Discus (four throws, NO FINALS) 
 then Boys Discus (four throws, NO FINALS) 

Girls Pole Vault (starting height 6’00”) 

 then Boys Pole Vault (starting height 7’06”) 
 

7. Running events at 5:00 P.M.; FINAL 4x1600 m Relay. This is a mixed gender relay. Female 
athletes must run the 1st and 2nd leg, Male athletes must run the 3rd and 4th leg. Preliminaries for 

the 100 m hurdles, 110 m hurdles, 100 m and 200 m will begin immediately after completion of 
the 4 x 1600 m relays.  There will be a break between the last boys 100 m preliminary heat and 

the first girls 200 m preliminary heat and a short break after the prelims before running event 

finals. 
 

8. Relay cards must be turned in to the Clerk of Course when your team checks in.  Supply your 
own batons for relays.

 4x200 (1st & 3rd exchange) Bucyrus, Hopewell-Loudon 

 4x200 (2nd exchange) Calvert, Delta  
 4x100 (1st exchange) Gibsonburg

 4x100 (3rd exchange) New Riegel 

 

10. Awards will be available for coaches after the meet in the Press Box.
