Entries/Paperwork: Rosters should be submitted online by 7:00 PM on Thursday Feb. 22@on Baumspage. (Instructions
are enclosed). Wrestlers will be locked in to their weight classes at this time. Alpha Sheets should be handed in at the
Seed Meeting.

Weigh-Ins: 7:30 Officials will check hair, nails, and skin at this time. The school will be open at 6:45 a.m. All weigh-ins
will be in the varsity locker room at the west end of the gym on the right. Once weigh-ins begin wrestlers must stop all
weight loss activities and remain in the gym until called to the weigh-in area.

Seeding Meeting: The seed meeting will be after weigh-ins in room 402 of Oak Harbor High School. Instructions for
entering line-ups on Baum’s page are included with this mailing. Line-ups must be submitted by
7:00 P.M on Thurs. Feb. 22nd.

Notes on seeding:

11. Sectional Seeding: 11.1 All wrestlers meeting at least one of the criteria below shall be seeded with a maximum of 8
seeds per weight class: 1 — A returning state placer from the previous year’s OHSAA state
individual wrestling tournament, or 2 — A returning district placer from the previous year’s
OHSAA district wrestling tournament, or 3 — A wrestler with a .500 record or better from the
current season (minimum of 12 matches), or 4 — Coaches may submit a request to add a
wrestler with a winning record but fewer than 12 matches to the seed nomination list by e-
mailing supporting documentation to the tournament manager at least 24 hours in advance of
the seeding meeting. 11.2 The seeds will be placed on the preliminary bracket in accordance
with Rule 10 of the NFHS Wrestling Rule Book. Byes and non-seeded wrestlers will be placed on
the bracket by the computer. 11.3 A wrestler may only be seeded in one weight class. A seeded
wrestler may not decline their seed and enter the open draw.

Locker Rooms: Each team will be assigned a locker room to share. Remember to bring locks. Oak Harbor High School
and the NW District are not responsible for lost or stolen items. No gym bags, coolers, etc. will be permitted in the gym.
Your cooperation is requested in keeping food and beverages out of the gym. A concession will be available throughout
the tournament. Please do not bring glass bottles. No large coolers, crock pots or roasters will be permitted. Please
notify your parents ahead of time. A hospitality room for coaches will be provided on Sat.

Dress Code for Awards: The NW District board has stated all wrestlers being recognized during the awards will wear
school issued warm-ups at the time of recognition.
