Rules	of	Play	today	

	
	

• Play	will	be	governed	by	the	USGA	Rules	of	Golf	and	Local	Rules	that	apply	to	Glenview	G.C.	
• Play	will	be	from	the	GOLD	tee	markers	
• Embedded	ball	rule	is	in	effect	through	the	green	
• Lateral	Hazards	–	Defined	by	Red	Stakes	and	lines		
• Water	Hazards	–	Defined	by	Yellow	Stakes	and	lines		
• Out	of	Bounds	–	Defined	by	White	Stakes	and	lines		
• Players	CANNOT	ride	in	a	golf	cart	at	any	time	during	play.	
• Range	finder	and	GPS	devices	are	permitted	but	must	not	be	part	of	a	communication	device	such	as	

an	Apple	watch,	smart	phone,	or	other	communication	device	with	range	finder	or	GPS	apps.	
• Hole	by	Hole	markings:	

o 1	East	–	on	or	over	the	entrance	road	is	out	of	bounds	
o 2	East	–	lake	and	woods	area	on	the	left	side	are	lateral	
o 3	East	–	woods	area	on	the	right	side	and	behind	the	green	are	lateral	
o 4	East	–	woods	area	on	the	left	side	is	lateral	
o 5	East	–	woods	area	behind	the	green	is	lateral	
o 6	East	–	no	hazards,	on	or	over	the	road	on	the	left	is	out	of	bounds.	
o 7	East	–	no	hazards,	the	fence	far	left	is	out	of	bounds	
o 8	East	–	woods	area	on	the	right	side	is	lateral	
o 9	East	–	no	hazards	
o 1	South	–	woods	area	on	the	right	side	and	behind	the	green	are	lateral	
o 2	South	–	woods	area	on	the	left	is	out	of	bounds	defined	by	white	stakes,	the	lake	defined	by	

yellow	stakes	is	a	water	hazard	
o 3	South	--	no	hazards,	on	or	over	road	left	of	the	fairway	is	out	of	bounds	
o 4	South	–	no	hazards	
o 5	South	–	the	lake	is	a	water	hazard:	OPTIONAL	DROP	AREA	AT	THE	FRONT	OF	THE	FORWARD	

TEES,	the	small	creek	behind	the	green	is	lateral	
o 6	South	–	the	woods	area	on	the	right	side	is	lateral	
o 7	South	–	woods	area	on	the	right	side	and	behind	the	green	are	lateral	
o 8	South	–	small	lake	on	the	right	side	is	lateral	
o 9	South	–	small	lake	in	front	of	the	tee	is	lateral	
	

• All	other	Tall	Grass	areas	should	be	treated	as	any	other	rough	on	the	golf	course,	NOT	as	a	hazard.	
• If	there	is	a	question	as	to	a	rule,	you	can	play	a	second	ball	and	a	decision	will	be	made	before	you	

sign	your	scorecard.
