No team camps will be allowed in the home bleachers.

ii)  On the next screen, select Scratch/Substitution Form and list your changes in the correction box for the
specific event. If the meet manager requests, enter a mark.
b)  The Scratch/Substitution window will close precisely at the time posted above!
