There will be no one permitted in the high school building. All athletes, coaches, and
spectators must use the restrooms located at the football stadium. There will be concessions
sold at both the home and away concession stands. Admission to the stadium will be $5 per
person (cash only, exact change is requested), there is no charge for parking.

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AWARDS:

Due to the Covid-19 pandemic there will be no official awards ceremony at the
conclusion of the invitational. The head coach from each team will be asked to report
to the press box at the conclusion of the 4 x 400 meter relay to receive their athletes
awards and team results. Teams are encouraged to clean up their camp area and leave
the campus when their last athlete has finished competing. Results will be posted on
www.baumspage.com at the conclusion of the invitational.

TEAM ARRIVAL INFORMATION:
e Teams may begin arriving/checking in at the main stadium gate at 3:30PM.
o Buses will be directed to park at Marlington Middle School (10325 Moulin
Ave.) after dropping off athletes.
e Team check-in/packet distribution will be located at the home concession stand
near the softball outfield.
e There will be a coaches meeting at the home concession stand at 4:15PM
e All team camps will be located on and around the practice football field at the
south side of the stadium.
e Social distancing practices should be maintained at all times.
e All spectators, coaches and athletes are asked to wear masks/face coverings
upon entry to the stadium, camp and course areas.
o Athletes are not required to wear a mask/face covering while actively
participating.
e There will be no spectators permitted inside the fenced track area. Each team
will receive 4 coach field passes.

SPECTATOR INFORMATION:
e Spectators may enter the main stadium gate at 4:00PM.
o We ask that spectators please use the main parking lot and refrain from
parking in the spots along the fence near the tennis courts/baseball field.
o Tickets will be sold at the gate at $5 per person (cash only, exact change
is requested)
e All spectators are required to wear a mask/face covering at all Marlington
athletic facilities.
e Spectators should maintain a social distance of at least 6 feet.
e All spectators are asked to have performed a self-health check prior to attending
the event to ensure they are not exhibiting symptoms of Covid-19.
e All spectators are expected to follow any specific requests from event
personnel.
e Spectators may not enter the fenced/track area within the stadium under any
circumstances.
o Spectators may not enter the roped off area around the shot put and
discus competition area.
